Animal-Emotion Debate Paper
For your Animal-Emotion paper, you’ll be debating yourself in regard to the following issues: 

Do animals communicate with one another? 

Do they do so interpersonally? 

Do they have interpersonal relationships (and thus, relational communication)?

One side says YES, they DO – to all of these!  

The other side says, NO, they DON’T – to most of these.
Using personal experience, LOTS of info from class, the film we watched earlier, and rational logic… you will debate both sides of this issue. 

Your job in this paper is to first argue for one side – the side you don’t actually believe in.

Then, flip yourself and argue for the other side – the perspective you actually hold. 

If I read the two sections on their own, I shouldn’t be able to tell what you actually believe, because you will have argued both sides so well!

Feel free to write in first-person, but treat this like a more formal paper in terms of using the resources from all course material to-date (cite any studies you reference and use italics of key terms/ideas to illustrate what is class material, so you’re not plagiarizing). Don’t forget to be specific with your language and arguments, and to provide support through specific examples for all arguments made.

If you double-space pages (with 1” margins, using Times New Roman 12 pt font), a thorough paper would be roughly 3-5 pages of text.
