Data Collection Project
You will be gathering 15 completed surveys and consent forms to achieve full points for this activity. (you’ll get +2 extra credit points for each extra completed survey above 15 that you collect – up to 10 extra surveys, or 20 extra points)
 It is essential that surveys are accompanied by an equal number of signed consent forms (although these two things can be kept in separate piles).

The process for approaching & involving participants:

1. Asking the person if they’d be willing to take a survey about their perceptions of technology and abuse. 

a. Mention that it doesn’t matter if they’ve had personal experience with the topic – just that they have opinions on it – because it’s hypothetical!

2. If they agree, have them read and sign the consent form as you verbally highlight the main areas in the document. Note in particular:

a. They don’t have to answer any questions they don’t want to answer.

b. They can stop the survey or skip particular questions at any time and you won’t know.

c. You’ll be waiting a short distance away while they take the survey – in case they have any questions while they’re taking it.

d. When they are done, they should put their survey (without identifying themselves on it) in the envelope (which you’ll leave next to them) with the other completed responses – tell them “so I won’t know which one is yours”.

e. When they are done, ask if they have any questions.

i. They can take a copy of the consent form to keep for their records if they want (most won’t).

Your process:

1. When all surveys are collected/completed, make sure to write your initials in the bottom right-hand corner (tiny!) of each consent form (don’t write anything on the surveys!).
