Using PASW
If you find it necessary, save data file to computer from website. Then, open SPSS, then Select Open an existing data source
a. Select your file (“390 Sample Data”) & OK

Otherwise, from a school computer, just start here:
FOR CONTINUOUS VARIABLES:
1. Open the sample data file (double-click your mouse).

2. Select Analyze, then Compare Means, then Correct Sample Test-Type
3. Select each variable you want to include & move it (via arrow) to right side Test Variable(s) list

4. Select what you want to be your Difference Variable and move to the right side Grouping Variable box. Push Define Groups tab. Put the correct labels in the 2 Group Boxes and press Continue. 
5. Push OK

Read your output.
FOR CATEGORICAL VARIABLES:

1. Select Analyze, then Descriptive Statistics, then Crosstabs
2. Then, Select each variable you want to include & Put desired variables in boxes (columns & rows). 

3. Push Statistics tab
a. Check box for Chi-square, then push Continue
4. Push Cells tab 
a. Under Counts, make sure Observed is checked

b. Under Percentages, check all boxes (Row, Column, Total)
c. Push Continue
5. Push OK

Read your output.
