For your 6th mini-analysis, choose a behavior or action that is viewed very differently in terms of ethics among different cultures. For example, what is something we think is terrible, but other cultures find acceptable and ethical? Or what do other cultures think is terrible that we accept as ethical? The examples we gave in class were female genital mutilation and men raping babies to “get rid” of their AIDS… so these two can’t be used in your writing. Once you choose your behavior, use what we learned in class about different multi-cultural perspectives to fully analyze this behavior and how it could/could not be seen as ethical if we took a true multi-cultural approach. Don’t forget to use key terms and ideas from the lecture’s material. And don’t forget to give credit to the scholars who put it out there!
